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The Scarab Club, founded in 
1907, is one of  the most unique and 
historic venues in the Midwest. Located 
in the heart of  Detroit’s Midtown 
Cultural Center, the 1928 building is 
listed on both the state and national 
registry of  historic places. It houses six 
working studios, two floors of  gallery 
space, an educational resource center 
and a walled English garden. 
! The building was designed in the 
Northern Italian Renaissance style by 
architect member Lancelot Sukert.      
A large ceramic Scarab, designed by 
Horace Colby and fired at Pewabic 
Pottery, is embedded over its large, 
wooden entry doors.

The Scarab Club hosts an exciting 
range of  arts programming, including 
the award-winning Chamber Music at the 
Scarab Club concert series, as well as 
Tiny Scarabs, a program which blends 
chamber music and story-telling and is 
geared toward children ages 1-5. We 
have enjoyed a long partnership with 
the the Detroit Blues Society, hosting 
the Detroit Blues Heritage Series of  
concerts. In addition, we partner with a 
variety of  organizations for ongoing 
literary and poetry events. 

Since its founding, the organization 
has provided sketch sessions, with live 
models. We also host a monthly cocktail 
party, annual Ball and garden party.

Burrough Dinner/Lecture Series features 
engaging lectures, delivered by 
distinguished, nationally ranked 
American art and design specialists. 
Workshops, portfolio reviews and other 
programming geared toward 
strengthening the local arts community 
are also offered throughout the year.

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How do I lock in the date for my event?

A non-refundable deposit of  one half  of  the rental quote is required to secure a date.

Is it possible to order specific brands of  beer, wine or liquor for my event?

What is the availability of  parking near the Scarab Club?

The Scarab Club private parking lot next to the building can accommodate approximately 20 cars. Secure public parking is 
available in the Cultural Center surface lot, directly behind the Scarab Club. A pedestrian exit gate from the lot is located next to 

the club parking lot on Farnsworth. Street parking is available on Farnsworth, John R, Kirby and Brush Streets.

May I pay for my guests’ parking in the Cultural Center Surface Lot? Valet service?

Hosts wishing to pay for their guests’ parking fees can contact Joe Green (313-965-7290) to make arrangements for the service. 
The hosts would include vouchers (with date of  event and host name) which are mailed to guests in the invitation and turned in 

as the guests enter the lot. The number of  cars will be recorded at the end of  the night and the host will be sent an invoice. 

If  using a separate valet service to park your guests’ cars, the same idea applies. The valet turns the voucher in to the parking 
attendant and the host is sent an invoice. Please contact Mr. Green for more information.

Is the Scarab Club handicap accessible?

The parking lot has a ramp leading to the back entrance of  the building, where a motorized chair may be used to access the 
stairs to the first floor gallery. There are no elevators or other handicap access to the 2nd and third floors. The garden may be 
accessed through the gates leading from the parking lot.

Does the Scarab Club offer extended hours (beyond midnight)?
Extended hours are possible, at a rate of  1.5 times the listed hourly rental rate. No rentals will go beyond 2 a.m.

Is there a charge for a wedding rehearsal?

If  the rehearsal is scheduled during regular gallery hours (noon-5 p.m., Wednesday through Sunday) there is no additional 
charge. Rehearsals beyond gallery hours incur an hourly staffing fee.

May I decorate the gallery spaces and garden for my event?
Due to the historic nature of  the Scarab Club, no nails, tacks or duct tape may be used on the walls and columns in the building. 

Tape (excluding double-sided tape) may be used to adhere decorations. Votive candles and candles enclosed by hurricane glass 
are permitted; no open flames or candelabras may be used in the building. 

What time may I access the building to decorate?
Set-up is usually done (barring other scheduled events or rentals) the day before the event. Renters and helpers may access the 

building during regular gallery hours (noon-5 pm, Wednesday-Sunday).

Does the Scarab Club charge for use of  the tables/chairs in its inventory?

Use of  Scarab Club tables and chairs is included in the price of  the rental. Contact the rental consultant for a detailed inventory 
of  available tables and chairs.
